Bakersfield College:

Students can:

· earn a certificate of completion (CC)

· earn an Associate of Arts degree (AA)

· enroll in one of over 81 certificate and AA programs; providing education and training in 2 years or less. (see appendix 1)
· complete general education requirements and transfer to a four year university/college. 

Seniors applying to Bakersfield College must complete the admission process (see Appendix 2).  

STEPS to APPLY to BC
Step 1:
Complete online ADMISSION form
 (MHS Career Center) after Nov. 1
Step 2:
Complete online ORIENTATION 
(MHS Career Center) after Nov 1
Step 3:
Take the ASSESSMENT – Go to the Delano or Bakersfield campus - walk in basis, arrive early, take ID, calculator, pencils- ELD separate testing dates and time.
Step 4:
Schedule an appointment with the Delano COUNSELOR- after you receive your assessment scores in the mail. (appointments can only be made one to two days in advance; take a copy of your scores, transcript, SAT scores, etc.).  When you meet with the counselor you should already know the program you want to attend: such as CC for corrections, AA, and/or transfer to CSU/UC/Private.(see Appendix 3)
Step 5:
REGISTER on-line for classes on MAY 5th (MHS Career Center). The BC rep will be 
in the career center to assist you.

· teacher credentials
California State Universities are known as 4 year universities.  You can attend 4 years or you can transfer from a community college (after completing 2 years of “general education” classes) to a CSU.  The two years of community college will “count” towards a four year degree at a CSU campus.  When you transfer to a CSU from a community college you will start your 3rd or Junior year at the CSU. 

Scholarship requirement:

Students need a 3.00 GPA for admissions. 
An SAT I or ACT score is required if your GPA is between a 2.0 and 2.99.  Test scores are not required for admission if the GPA is 3.00 or above.  However it is still recommended that students take the SAT I or ACT during the fall of their senior year.  See the Eligibility Index (Appendix 5) for admission requirements.

Examination requirement:

Students should take the SAT and/or ACT (see appendix 6 for test dates)
Subject requirement:
Students should complete the “A-G” courses. (see appendix 7 for MHS approved course list and appendix 6 for CSU/UC comparison list)

Application Deadline: November 30, 2007 (for all campuses except CSUB). Applications should be completed online to ensure accuracy and timely processing by the campus admissions office.
Application Workshop:  October 18, 2007 career center
 The work shop will be in the career center.  Sign up with Mrs. Holguin in rm. 4.
Steps for Admission

California State University
1. Application- apply online at www.csumentor.edu
(if you received an SAT fee waiver you can apply to 6 campuses at no cost – otherwise the application fee is $55 per campus).

Application deadline is November 30th 
2. Take the SAT and/or ACT.  (register on-line at www.collegeboard.com- fee waivers available in the career center)
3. Apply for SCHOLARSHIPS.  You must apply on-line at each campus you are applying to ex. If you are applying to CSU, Fresno go to their website and complete the scholarship application for incoming Freshmen. CHECK DEADLINES AT EACH CAMPUS. CSU, Fresno deadline is November 30th
4. Apply for EOP and CAMP.  You need to send a paper application or complete an on-line application for each CSU.

5. Take the EPT/ELM:(English and math placement tests)

Scholarship requirement:

Students must earn a 3.00 GPA

Examination requirement:
ACT Assessment plus writing OR SAT Reasoning Test (SAT I) and 2 SAT Subject Tests in 2 different areas: History/social studies, English (Literature only), Math (Level 2 only), science or languages

Tests must be completed by December of the senior year.

Subject requirement:
Complete the “A-G” courses available on the MHS approved course list at https://doorways.ucop.edu
There are 3 paths for admission:

· Eligibility in the Statewide Context –see above requirements

· Eligibility in the Local Context (ELC) (students will be notified by the counselor and by mail by October of their senior year) ELC students are guaranteed admission to one UC campus
· Eligibility by Examination Alone – information available at www.universityofcalifornia.edu/admissions/scholarshipreq
Steps for Admission
University of California

1.   Application –filing period is November 1-30 atwww.universityofcalifornia.edu/apply   a personal statement must be included with the application.
2.  Take the SAT and/or ACT December deadline: register at www.collegeboard.com
3.  All students must demonstrate proficiency in writing.  Complete the Entry Level Writing Requirement in any of the following ways:
· Score 3 or higher on the College Board Advanced Placement (AP) examination in English (Literature or Language)
· Score 30 or higher on ACT combined English/Writing test, or 680 or higher on the Writing section of the SAT Reasoning Test.
· Achieve a passing score on the UC Analytical Writing Placement Examination (previously called the Subject A Examination) Seniors must take this in the Spring prior to enrollment in the fall.   www.ucop.edu/sas/awpe
· Complete an appropriate English course at he UC with a grade of C or better
Private/Independent Colleges
There are many private colleges in the state of California and throughout the United States.  These colleges offer unique experiences and educational environments not found in the state college systems.  Students may want to explore campuses on-line and seek out information from the university they are interested in applying to.  Campus visits are recommended whenever possible.  
Some of the campuses are listed on the Independent schools handout (see appendix 9).
Students must learn about the requirements for admission from each campus as they vary for each college.  Your counselor can assist you in this endeavor.

Steps for Admission

Private Universities
1. Application – recommend applying on-line to most colleges. Enclose an MHS campus profile
2. Early Action:  you may want to apply for early action to your first choice university.
3. Examination requirements: check with each campus, usually the same as a UC. SAT or ACT and SAT subject tests.

4. Scholarship Application:  check with each campus 

Financial Aid

Financial Aid is:

Grants (gift-aid):money given to you by the federal and state government that you do not have to pay back.
Scholarships (gift-aid):  money given to you by local organizations, companies, and private groups. They are based upon your academics, extracurricular, work experience.  Most scholarships require a separate application (see scholarships). AmeriCorps (www.americorps.org) offers up to $4,725 for a year of community service. 
Loans (self-help aid): money you borrow from a bank or lending institution.  The government offers low interest loans that you can pay back after you graduate from college.

Work-study (self-help aid): a job that you get at the college to help you pay for college expenses (tuition, books, etc).

It is recommended every senior complete the FREE APPLICATION FOR STUDENT AID “FAFSA”.
Filing period: January 1 –March 2

The application must be completed by March 2nd.

Step 1:  Apply for a “pin number” for students and parents.

Step 2:
Complete the application, sign electronically with your pin number.

Step 3:
Print the signature page, make corrections

Step 4:  Give your social security number to our registrar in the counseling office by March 2

March 2nd.  This will qualify you for the CAL GRANT.  You must

Scholarships are given to students based upon several

factors.  Most scholarships look at student academics,

extracurricular activities, work experience, goals and

objectives in college, and college major.

Most scholarship applications require:

· Completed application by the deadline
· 1-3 letters of recommendation (see appendix 11)

· an essay or personal statement

Scholarships can be found on-line by completing a scholarship search and/or in the counseling office.  The counseling office/career center has a limited number of scholarships.  However, the counseling office will have most of the local scholarships.
